	Prizes and value of prizes to be awarded:

	Money will be distributed to pro racers. If women are at leat 16, they will be rewarded with money too.

Minimum Prize money : 3000€

But we hope for 5000 Euros or more depending on final sponsors donations.

A lot of sponsor prizes will be given to best racers, first to Amateurs and Women: high quality slalom and downhill boards, clothes, shoes, …

The best three racers in all races will also receive original trophies.

	Venue description (surface, pitch, length, etc):

	Special and tight on the Trocadéro slopes, 140 meters length, 4+% pitch and perfect surface.

Giant spot: 

We are still lobbying to obtain permits to race on the Bd Wilson,. This boulevard is way longer than Trocadero and just near to it: 400 meters length, 4+% pitch and freshly repaved surface.

In case of negative response from authorities,  we are now also investigating on another slope, longer and steeper than red trocadero slopes in an unexploited part of the Trocadero gardens.

	Venue attractions (local attractions for non-skaters):

	With 75 million foreign tourists in 2003, France is the most visited country in the world and Paris the main destination where everyone will find something to discover.

Paris lays claim to some of the world's most famous attractions, such as the Eiffel Tower, the Arc de Triomphe and the hundreds of museums and monuments in the grand City of Lights (also known as City of Love).

When you visit the very romantic city of Paris, you will find that the royal palace serves as the city's center, surrounded by a plethora of exciting and entertaining  Paris Tours which can be observed through walking about the area. If you do not feel like walking , there are plenty of public transportation choices to indulge in, such as the Metro, bus or taxi.



	Press Coverage:

	In the past, the event ever had some good media coverage: National TV (including main news broadcast) and Regional TV coverage an even international broadcasts with ESPN and MalibuTV.

Radio announcement s on mainstream radio stations and some important newspapers (Le Parisien, 20minutes, Metro..) and magazines (Thrasher Fr, Freestyler,..) announced and wrote about the event.

All these contacts will be reactivated but this year things should be more controlled and an important media coverage is expected. 

We will have a dedicated press manager for the event (helped by some interns of PFG) to work on that.

A Riderz/PFG video team will cover the event to offer a good video coverage (and particulary to make available quickly images to TV broadcast).

The Riderz website is also the main information source for downhill sport and also fun sports and extreme sports in general (40000 visitors/months)
