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European Championships of Slalom Skateboard

This legendary international skateboard slalom competition, which has historically been held at the 

Trocadéro since the early 2000s, will take place again this year in Massy (Essonne). 

Meet at rue Léon Migaux, a place perfectly suited to the practice of slalom skateboarding, where the 
best from the international scene of this urban board sport will compete... and the public will be 
there! 

As in 2023, for this new 2024 opus, the RiderZ association and the Massy town hall are already 

collaborating to organize this sporting event in the best conditions and promote it to the Massy 
public, and wider if interested! 
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What is « Slalom Skateboarding » ? 

This sport is similar in every way to downhill and slalom skiing and consists of completing different 

slalom courses between the cones placed on the asphalt as quickly as possible. 

Each passage of these sliding beasts is a technical feat which makes this spectacle always so 
captivating for the public, a combination of speed and dexterity which elicits “Look!” and “Wow!” for 
young and old alike! 

Its mastery to achieve the best performances is acquired after years of practice during training and 
national and international competitions which take place each year throughout Europe, the United 
States, Brazil, Japan, Australia... 

Skateboarding has earned its reputation over the years and generations who have developed, 
structured and promoted it across the four corners of the globe. Two disciplines of this highly 
competitive sport, Park and Street, will appear on the program for the 2024 Olympic Games in Paris. 

The Organization 
The RiderZ Association, affiliated with the French Roller Skating Federation (FFRS) joins forces with 

the International Slalom Skateboard Association (ISSA), and the Paris Roller and Skateboard 
Departmental Committee (CDRS75) , for the organization of the 2024 European Skateboard Slalom 
Championship in Massy. 

 

RiderZ is an association dedicated to the promotion and development of skateboarding, and more 
particularly slalom, since 2002. The association, based in Paris, offers free activities open to all, with 
competent support staff. This allows us to introduce our practice to newbies, to increase the 
technical level of all practitioners, and to instill values of respect for others and mutual aid.   
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The European Championships 2024 
This event is one of the major international competitions in this sport. 
Around sixty participants from ten countries (France, Germany, Belgium, England, Italy, Czech 
Republic, Sweden, Norway, Latvia, Spain) are expected at these championships. 
The skaters will compete in a duel in their category: Teens (<14), Juniors (<17), Amateurs, Masters 
(>45), Women, Pro, in three Slalom Skateboard disciplines: 

• Giant Slalom  
• Hybrid Slalom 
• Tight Slalom 

 

The location of the race, rue Léon Migaux in Massy, has all the ideal parameters (length, inclination 
and quality of asphalt) to make it a top-quality track for slalom racing with easy access for the public. 

It is located at the Massy Europe tram T12 station and a 15-minute walk from the Massy Palaiseau 
RER / TGV station.
